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Window to Prevent Catastrophic Climate Change Clos
ing; EU Should Press for Immediate U.S. Action

Washington, D.C—Consumption of energy and

many other critical resources is consistently breaking
records, disrupting the climate and undermining life on
the planet, according to the latest Worldwatch Institute
report,Vital Signs 2007-2008

The 44 trends tracked Mital Signsillustrate the ur
gent need to check consumption of energy and
5 resources that are contributing to the climate crisis,
starting with the largest polluter, the United States,
dwhich accounted for over 21 percent of global carbon
emissions from fossil fuel burning in 2005. Europe,
already feeling the effects of climate change, should
pressure the U.S. to join international climate negotia-
tions, according to Erik Assadouriaviital SignsPro-
ject Director.

“The world is running out of time to head off catastro-
phic climate change, and it is essential that Europe and
the rest of the international community bring pressure
to bear on U.S. policy makers to address the cli
crisis,” said Assadourian, who spoke at the Barce|ona
launch ofVital Signs “The United States must be held
accountable for its emissions, double the per capita
level in Europe, and should follow the EU (Européan
Union) lead by committing to reducing its total green-
house gas emissions by 80 percent by 2050.”

This summer, the European Union has become a show-
case for how the world will be transformed by climate
change, including tragic fires in Greece and the Canary
Islands, dramatic floods in England, and heat waves
across the Continent. Assadourian urged European
leaders to push the U.S. to engage more constructively
with the international community on climate change,
starting at the United Nations late this month and in
the Bali Climate negotiations at the end of the year

With a global population of 6.6 billion and growing,

the ecosystem services upon which life depends are
being stretched to the limit due to record levels of ¢con-
sumption:

Removing outdated versions of risky applications
One of the problems is outdated versions of JaleahFPlayer,

QuickTime, and Adobe Reader existing on many pes
computers. This occurs not necessarily becausdeépto
update, rather because applying the latest updads dot
remove the older versions. This helps explain whymany
computers test positive for risks

Wn many cases, outdated versions can be elimirtatadsing
the Add or Remove Programsapplet in the Control Panel.
When you're ready to remove the software, operCietrol
Panel and double-clicRdd or Remove Programs In the
case of Java, an entry for each version normalpears in
the Add or Remove Programslist. Select the version yo
don't want, clickRemove,and follow any other prompts yq
see on screen. Repeat for each outdated version.

Note that not all versions have the same nameefkample,
the name of some entries for Java begin with "Jas@ne
begin with "J2SE," and so on. So scan the listfadyeto
find the version you want to remove.

If the software you want to remove does not appedhe
Add or Remove Programslist, you can always delete th
outdated file or files listed in the Secunia repdithis may
not completely uninstall the product (for examgley Regis-
try entries will be unaffected), but at least yoill wave re-
moved the files that hackers need to cause harm.

In 2006, the world used 3.9 billion tons of ¢tbssil
fuel usage in 2005 produced 7.6 billion tons of ¢
bon emissions, and atmospheric concentrations
carbon dioxide reached 380 parts per million.
More wood was removed from forests in 2005 th
ever before.

Steel production grew 10 percent to a record 1
billion tons in 2006, while primargluminum out-
put increased to a record 33 million tons. Aluming
production accounted for roughly 3 percent of glo
electricity use.

Meat production hit a record 276 million tons (4
kg per person) in 2006.

Meat consumption is one of several factors drivi
soybeandemand.Rapid South American expansid
of soybean plantations could displace 22 milli
hectares of tropical forest and savanna in the nex
years.
The rise in globaseafood consumptiorcomes even
